A. Academic Standards Addressed

B. Objectives

The students will be able to:

« TFigure discounts, sale price, sales tax, and final cost of items.
e  Write checks for items bought.
e Write a paragraph explaining how to figure discounts and sales tax.

C. Introduction/ Motivation

Tell the students that they are going to go shopping during class today and that
everything is on sale, but they rieed to figure out the sale price. They will have to
calculate how much money they are going to save on each item they purchase.

D. Activity/ Procedure

1.

Tell the students that they are going to be split up between the four groups so
everyone is not at the same store at one time. They will stay at the store until they
are told to switch to the next store.

. While at the store they are to purchase a minimum of two iterns. They will then

use their calculators to help them calculate the sale price for each item, the sales
tax on that item, and the final cost for each item. They will then record their
answers onto their worksheet.

. The students will then add the totals for the items purchased in each store and

write a check to each store.

The students will then add the totals of the four checks to figure out how much the
whole shopping spree cost them.

After the shopping spree is over, the students will write a paragraph explaining
how to calculate discounts and sales tax,
